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POPULATION OF THE VILLAGE OF LOGINOVA TARSKY UYEZD
TOBOLSK PROVINCE IN THE 18th CENTURY"

The dynamics of the population of the village Loginova in Tarsky uyezd during the 18th century
is considered. The basic sources for the analysis were the Dozornaya Book of the Tarsky Uyezd of
1701 and the information of the revision lists recorded in the course of the I, ITII, IV and V revisions.
The factors that influenced on the changes in the number of residents of Loginova village were
determined. The main role among them was played by migration and natural growth. It is established
that the migration processes caused the population changes to the greatest extent in the first half and
at the end of the 18th century. They also became a cause to changes in the family composition of
the residents of Loginovo. The main source of population development in the village was natural
growth. It was concluded that despite the existing gaps in the materials of the Dozornaya Book and
the revision lists these sources allow us to assess the changes in the population of individual villages
and their reasons.

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STUDYING OF SOME ILLUSTRATED MATERIALS ABOUT HISTORICAL EPISODE
OF THE DEATH OF ATAMAN YERMAK"

It is considered and analyzed in an article the images of a temporary marching settlement of
Cossacks’ group, leading by ataman Yermak himself; those Cossacks were lured by Siberian Tatars
to the rescue the non-existing trade caravan of merchants from Central Asia, who were allegedly
assaulted by supporters of Kuchum Khan of Sibir. The Russian Cossacks have stopped to spend
the night on the island in the middle of the river, not having found that caravan. The considered
images are represented in Brief Siberian Kungurian Chronicle. It is depicted on the first illustration
the temporary settlement of the troop on the island in the middle of the river. A multi-figured
composition contains some details, that there are no in textual description of settlement in Brief
Siberian Chronicle. The second one shows the assault of Siberian Tatar warriors on sleeping Cossacks.
The considered drawings in the article are the certain informative addition to previous description of
ataman Yermak tragic death.
